5.  LEADERSHIP


CYJ leadership is at four levels: National, Regional, Provincial and Branch levels.  These leaders regularly meet to deliberate on issues concerning the ministry.  They all are members of the local churches. 





6.  BRANCHES


A Branch is the basic unit of the ministry and it’s open wherever there is need.  Here, regular planning meetings are held, committees are set up with well-defined tasks to carry out the work of the ministry.  These meetings serve as a forum for clarifying members and interested persons on CYJ’s goals and for developing strategies for achieving these goals locally.  The ministry’s activities are also planned and prepared during these meetings.  Each Branch is headed by a President, assisted by a Vice and an executive committee. 





7.  PATRONS/SPONSORS


Patrons play an active role in the day to day existence of the ministry.  They ensure that the ministry remains true to her goals through prayer, counsel and encouragement.  It also serves to rebuke wayward leadership. Sponsors are more involved in the funding of the ministry.  It is thus easy to see that Patrons are often Sponsors but Sponsors need not be Patrons. In each locality, a College of Patrons/Sponsors (COPAS) is set up.  This college assists in the funding and smooth running of CYJ activities.  The ministry reports its work during these meetings where necessary counsel may be provided by the patrons/sponsors.





8.  RELATIONSHIP WITH LOCAL CHURCHES


As stated already CYJ members, leaders, Patrons and Sponsors are all members of local churches.  The CYJ Newsletter “IMPACT” furnishes local churches, CYJ patrons and sponsors (as well as other persons and organisations), with a regular report on the ministry’s activities, plans and projects. By this means accountability is targeted and we open ourselves for

1.  BIBLICAL FOUNDATION/GENESIS


Born on 18 May 1991, CYJ is based on Joel 2:28d and 1 John 2:14b.  CYJ was founded by Dr Victor Mbarika with the collaboration and assistance of Mr. Julius Esunge.  CYJ has grown from a National movement to one with International impact.  Dr. Victor Mbarika now co-ordinates the work of All Nations Youths for Jesus (ANYJ) and is assisted by Mr Julius Esunge. 





2.  GOALS/SET UP


CYJ is an interdenominational Christian Youth ministry.  It is an arm of the church.  CYJ aims at proclaiming the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Allied to this, is the goal of mobilising youths for Christian service.  As a social dimension to CYJ’s goal, we aim at getting youths free from vices such as drug abuse, alcoholism, vandalism, immorality, this being an obvious consequence of their surrender to the Lord Jesus.  Also, this helps such youths to grow and become more useful citizens ready to participate in nation building. 





3.  ACTIVITIES


(a) To attain her goals, CYJ runs evangelistic meetings (crusades, conferences, seminars, school/prison/hospital outreaches, picnics etc) in collaboration with local churches and Christian Organisations.





(b)  CYJ promotes academic and professional excellence, mental and spiritual productivity through hard work.





4.  MEMBERSHIP


To qualify for membership, one must:


Be a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ;


Belong to a local assembly of believers where the Holy Bible is upheld and taught as God’s supreme word;

The word “collaboration” should characterise CYJ’s relationship with local churches since they are responsible for the upkeep of both CYJ members and the fruits of the ministry’s activities.  Our desire is to work in partnership with Youth Fellowships and Christian ministries. 





9.  SACRAMENTS


CYJ does not administer sacraments (Marriages, water Baptism and Holy Communion) to her members.  We hold the view that this is the responsibility of the local assembly (church) to which a given member belongs.





10.  FUNDING/NEEDS


The ministry is funded through donations and gifts from members, individuals, sponsors, church groups and churches.  The needs are tremendous.  These include funding for Seminars, Conferences and Crusades, equipment for public address, ministry secretariats, venues for meetings etc.  Above all is the need for prayer support.
